For applicable vehicles, place clamp (5) onto extension
pipe (2) and connect it to inlet/extension pipe.

10. Remove muffler hanger mount, slide it onto muffler (3)
and place clamp (5) onto muffler. Connect muffler to
inlet/extension then fasten hanger mount into place on
frame. Tighten clamp just enough to hold parts.
